Binding Tips

Whenever you are binding you need to have the targets and lun in the sd.conf or st.conf.

The preferred method of binding is done through the fcaw.conf file

First you need to get the wwnn and the wwpn of the device you want to bind. You are going to find this in the messages file located in /var/adm.

EXAMPLE

Remember that the wwnn will always be the first set of numbers and the wwpn will be the second set.

Once you have this you are going to edit the sd.conf.  In the sd.conf you need to add the targets and luns you want to bind to lets say Target 25 lun 0-7 If you want to bind in the sd.conf you syntax is as followed. REMEMBER you must change the def_hba_binding="fcaw*"; --->to----->def_hba_binding = "nonjni"; in the fcaw.conf
EXAMPLE (sd.conf file)

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=0 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;  

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=1 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=2 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=3 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=4 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=5 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=6 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

name="sd" class="scsi" target=25 lun=7 wwnn="200000203710d4b5" wwpn="210000203710d4b5" hba="fcaw0" ;

We are saying with the above example that our device(based on the WWNN and WWPN) will always be target 25 and be seen by the fcaw0.

*Note: If using EMC driver then you want to follow rules govern by EMC for binding.

Binding Tips

Binding in the driver.conf (Recommended)

Next we are going to do the binding in the fcaw.conf (REMEMBER you need to have all targets and luns in the sd.conf first. You need to edit the fcaw.conf file the first parameter you are going to change is of course the 

def_hba_binding="fcaw*"; --->to----->def_hba_binding = "nonjni";
Next you are going to enter the binding syntax at the end of the file

EXAMPLE 

target25_wwnn="200000203710d4b5";

target25_wwpn="210000203710d4b5";

target25_hba="fcaw0";
Before binding will take effect you need to do a boot -r
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
